UPDATED LIST OF UTW PROJECTS THROUGH 1999

The use of ultra-thin whitetopping (UTW) in the United States has dramatically increased since
the first documented project in Madisonville, Kentucky in 1989. The American Concrete
Pavement Association (ACPA) has revised and updated its running list of UTW projects
throughout the US based on survey reports from ACPA Chapter/State Paving Association
executives, state Ready Mixed Concrete Association executives, Cement Shipper Group
executives, ACPA members, and other members of the concrete industry.

In total, over 500,000 sq. yd. of UTW have been built in 29 states through the end of 1999.
Three new states have constructed ultra-thin whitetopping sections in 1999: Arkansas,
Oklahoma, and Utah. Tennessee has the most UTW projects (42), followed by Kansas (20),
and Kentucky (16). Tennessee also has the most square yards of UTW (74,546), followed
closely by lllinois (73,327 sqg. yd.) and Kansas (65,204 sq. yd.). The largest single project is still
lowa State Highway 21, near Belle Plaine, which involves 40,000 sqg. yd. of 2 inch thick and 4
inch thick UTW.
